O Apart from T4 R
(guo shéngri, to celebrate
one's birthday), the verb Ji
{guo, to live [a life]; to observe
[a holiday]; to celebrate [a
festival]) appears in many
other expressions such as
1L (guo nian, to celebrate
the New Year), li T (guo jié,
to celebrate a festival), and
el a (guo rizi, to live
one’s life; to live from day to
day).

@ The kinship term %\'ﬁﬂ (bidojié)
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is more narrowly defined than its
translation “older female cousin”
would suggest. One’s “older female
cousin”will be a & HEL (bizojié) if
she is a daughter of one’s father’s
sister or one’s mother’s sister or
brother.But if she is one’s paternal
uncle’s daughter, she will then be a
'.ﬁ"ﬁﬂ (tangjié) instead of a ﬁ

(bidoji€). For more Chinese
kinship terms, see Grammar 4 in
Lesson 20.
